· Hike to the top of Camelback Mountain
Named for its resemblance to the head and humps of a camel, a hike up Camelback Mountain is fairly quick and is a moderate to somewhat difficult, dependent upon your physical condition. Feast your eyes on the breathtaking panoramic views of Scottsdale and Paradise Valley as you follow the trail along the spine of the camel’s back. · Excursion to Sedona
